In the year 1912, the world renowned painter Egon Schiele was incarcerated in one of Neulengbach’s prison cells where he created 13 of his art-historically most important works.  These pictures form principal idea and starting point for the yearly SCHIELEwerkstattFESTIVAL inaugurated in the year 2002 as cooperation between the cities of Neulengbach, Austria, situated about 20 miles from the city  in the heart of the Vienna Woods, and Český Krumlov, Czechia (in particular its world famous SCHIELE ART CENTRUM). Today, has become a vibrating center of international experimental art with emphasis on exchange between East and West. 
In September of 2005, artists from eight countries, including Austria, Germany, Belgium, Czechia, Poland, Turkey, Singapore, and the US, are participating in the festival.  Using all locations within the city and its environs, in which artists worked during the festival, living installations and performances as well as theatrical scenes, dances, music and visual art pieces will be created. Comical sensibilities will meet up with seriousness, color with sound, speech with movement.  The Artistic workshops are open to visitors at all times and will be met with Special Events, workshops, concerts led by participating artists. The yearly highlight of the festival is a final public performance at which a multitude of associations to one and the same picture by Egon Schiele provide the basis of a group performance in interaction with the audience – inhabitants as well as invited guests from Vienna and abroad.  In the year 2005, the converging power of this collective creation will derive from Schiele’s picture „Nicht gestraft sondern gereinigt fühl’ ich mich!“.  Once again, the city turns stage while spectators follow individual presentations from place to place – 2005 concentrated on the former prison and its environs.

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The Project 2005 – 48 Art non-stop in the Prison Cells
In the year 2005 the SCHIELEwerkstattFESTIVAL is taking a new point of departure: the duration of the festival has been condensed to three days and focused on artistic works in the former prison cells of Neulengbach where Egon Schiele was once incarcerated.  Participating artists of all disciplines will work in the cells non-stop for 48 hours – rotating within a precise structure of 4 hours each. In search for Schieles’ experience of incarceration, they subjects themselves to extended periods of “prison-life” to create site-specific theatrical scenes, installations, music compositions, and dances.  For the entire duration of the festival, the cells will stay open for the public - visitors are invited to follow the phases of creation on-site.  Artistic works in the cells will be projected via live-video projections into the city-space as part of a large video-installation at Egon-Schiele-Plaza. This installation constitutes a new festival-„Info Point“ as meeting place for inhabitants, artist, and guests. Like in preceeding years, the festival closes with a final performance event and fiesta, this time encompassing the release of artists from the cells.

Egon Schiele at Neulengbach, 1911-1912

In April of 1912 Egon Schiele was incarcerated for criminal investigation at Neulengbach’s local prison and thereafter transposed to regional authorities at the near-by district capital, St. Pölten. The main contention -  seduction of a young girl visiting his atelier - was later found ungrounded.  Yet, as children and youth having access to his house were able to see his drawings of naked women, legal authorities executed Schiele on terms of crime of „distribution of  obscene drawings”; the artist was condemned to three days of incarceration.
For Schiele this event marked the most severe psychological trauma of his live - he had to undergo a four-week investivative criminal procedure followed by 21 days of incarceration. During his stay at the Neulengbach prison cells he created 13 drawings and water colors - today esteemed as some of his most important works. 

In October of 2000, a local Schiele-Museum was opened in Neulengbach within the area of the former court building, focusing on the Schiele-cells.  In 1999, the plaza in front of the court building was named Egon-Schiele-Platz.  In the year 2000, Neulengbach was officially endowed with the title „city“.
